Tours and Transportation: Valarie Swick/Diana Stuart 
They have contacted several shuttle services about transportation from the 
airport to the resort but none of the services want to sign a contract this 
far out with the price of gas in constant flux. There may be opportunities to 
create a window of time for transportation to the resort from the airport on 
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the Saturday and Sunday before the conference and again back to the 
airport on Wednesday at the conclusion of the conference. One of the keys 
to set up the window will be the number of people that arrive in Phoenix 
during that time period and that will dictate the size of the transport 
vehicle to get best rates. 
Right now the committee has 5-6 good ideas for tours including a day trip to 
the Grand Canyon, A tour and presentation pertaining to the wildlife 
corridors created on SR 260, A tour of some of the historic homes in the 
Roosevelt and Willow districts, A tour and presentation at the Tres Rios 
wetland project area and maybe a tour and presentation of Fossil Creek 
decommissioning site.
